Have you ever wanted to send an e-mail to the rest of the troop? Do you have your own collection of
troop e-mail addresses? Have you ever copied and pasted a recent list of e-mail addresses and then
later find that some of them no longer exist, are inaccurate or you missed someone? Wouldn’t it be
great if we could rely on one accurate list?

If you answered YES to most of these questions then read on... The troop is introducing the concept
of “GOOGLE Groups” designed to address all of the above issues. Google Groups, for our purposes
will host our group email account. That is, all of our e-mail addresses will be grouped together under
one group. By typing the troop’s Google Group e-mail address in the TO: section of your email will
ensure that all recipients in that group will receive the e-mail. Pretty cool eh? — No more cutting and
pasting collections of email addresses and hopefully a reduction in the number of returned e-mails and
ensure everyone is getting every email!

You will soon be receiving an invitation from the troop’s webmaster to join the troop’s Google group.
You will need to accept the invitation by clicking on a link enclosed in the invitation e-mail. This will
be a private listing just for our troop. The troop’s webmaster will manage the Google Group Account
ensuring that all email addresses are valid and keep the list updated. In fact, we will all have access to
see who is in our Group e-mail account.
